Cone – Azalia Classic Road Race

Race Description:

Once again the first road race on the Michigan Racing Schedule puts riders on the famed 7 mile Cone-Azalia Classic circuit.  A neutral 6 mile procession begins at Milan Middle School 432 S. Platt Rd. in Milan, MI 48160.  Leaving the school, riders will head south to Redman Rd, west to Dennison Rd, then on course to Cone Rd.  A right turn takes riders to the race start/finish at Cone Country Market; 20130 Cone Rd.  Next riders face a RR crossing, a right turn onto County Line Rd, a sweeping turn to Hickory then a right onto Far Rd.  Riders will then navigate the dirt Far Rd and the left turn onto Welch.  Relief comes from the right hand turn back onto Dennison.  Dennison Rd. completes the loop at Cone Rd.  There are 5 miles of paved roads and 2 miles of dirt per lap.  There is no parking for race participants at the finish line.  Monroe County Police will be on scene to marshal course and enforce illegal parking.

These categories are guidelines.  For those who have raced this event in the past we’ve added a W category for Women, Masters 55+, and Juniors <17.  Riders may enter ANY A,B, or C category they wish, or may follow guidelines in parenthesis.  The W group is reserved for Women, Masters 55 years old or older, and Juniors under 17 years old only.

A- (Pro; Cat 1,2,3; Mstr30+; MTB: Elite)

B- (Cat 3,4; Mstr40+; Jr 17-18; MTB: Expert/Sport) 

C- (Cat 4,5; Mstr50+; MTB: Beginner)

W- (Women; Mstr55+; Jr <17)

Directions:

The event will start at Milan Middle School at 432 S. Platt Rd. Milan, MI 48160.  The race finishes at Cone Country Market 20130 Cone Rd.  Milan, MI is in southeastern Michigan, about 30 minutes north of Toledo, OH and 15 minutes south of Ann Arbor, MI.  The exit is off of Highway US23.

From the North:   Hwy 23 S. Take exit 25 and go west on Plank Rd. to Platt Rd.  Turn south to Milan Middle School parking lot.

From the South:  Hwy 23 N. Take exit 25 and go west on Plank Rd. to Platt Rd.  Turn south to Milan Middle School parking lot

From the East:  I-94 west to Hwy 23 S.  Take exit 25 and go west on Plank Rd. to Platt Rd.  Turn south to Milan Middle School parking lot.

From the West:  I-94 east to Hwy 23 S.  Take exit 25 and go west on Plank Rd. to Platt Rd.  Turn south to Milan Middle School parking lot.

Distances/Start Times:

A Group completes 8 laps

B Group completes 5 laps

W Group completes 3 laps

C Group completes 2 laps

Everyone stages at 10:00 am at Milan Middle School, neutral race procession begins at 10:05 am and Categories each have a rolling staggered “green flag” once underway.

Team/Follow Vehicles:

Teams may follow the race caravan and provide support to their riders if they also provide a race volunteer to help with set-up, marshalling, or tear-down of the race course.  Permission to use a team vehicle needs to be granted prior to race day.  Teams must have registered 4 riders in the category they follow.  8 riders may have two vehicles follow two different categories; two vehicles MAX per team.  Vehicle MUST submit make/model/license number prior to race start.  A neutral follow car will follow the A and the B races.  Wheels in the follow cars will be loaded at Milan Middle School before the race start and be returned to the school after the A race.
